NBQ 
Two relocations into Colton Square from within the city were noted, 
with emphasis on the resulting job growth and retention.  Positive 
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progress through the Station Investment Board meeting was reviewed.  
A smaller group will now meet to produce an action/business plan. 
 
The application for a casino licence by the casino operators at St 
GeorgeÕs Tower was refused on the grounds of lack of need, as two 
other casinos already operate in the city.  Progress on potential 
occupants of St GeorgeÕs Tower is not known.

Science Park 
An opening event for the Abbey Meadows West access road is 
planned for 17th March and a road name is needed. 
 
Zeeko have submitted plans to Emda for approval.   
 
BlueprintÕs board has approved funding for a feasibility study and 
Blueprint are now working closely with Leicester and De Montfort

Wolsey Island 
James Sinclair outlined and reviewed progress.  
 
The Shoe Factory has an opening and launch event later this month. 
 
Work on the access road which is funded by existing New Growth 
Point funds is nearing completion. 
 
The basis of the Sock Island project for S106 purposes was outlined.    
Discussions are continuing. 
 
Advance TapesÕ relocation needs were outlined.  LRC is continuing to 
liaise with the company.  Two potential sites are now under review. 
 
It was noted that on the Delivery Charts, the status for all the stages 
was shown as green, whereas these charts should show amber or red 
where target dates had been exceeded.  LRC advised that in some 
instances the Chief ExecutiveÕs report has supplemented and 
overtaken the information on the bar charts.  The method and timing 
of reporting will be reviewed for future meetings.

Waterside 
John Nicholls will invite Blueprint to present their proposals for the 
site to the April or May board meeting. 
 
Proposals for Donisthorpe Mill (now a submitted application) were 
outlined. The concerns of the 22nd January Residential Group were 
outlined. These focused on the proposed doubling of units through 
revised applications, together with the cumulative impact of individual 
planning decisions on the concept for the whole area.  They were 
particularly concerned at the lack of LRC involvement in pre-
application discussions.  
 
LCC representatives emphasised that, where developers specifically 
request no LRC involvement, then LCC has no choice but to deal 
directly with them. The alternative is that developers will by-pass the 
pre-application stage and go straight to an application, giving no 
opportunity for early discussion.  LCC confirmed their strong 
preference to engage with LRC whenever possible.  
 
LRC tabled a draft Memorandum of Understanding about LRC 
involvement in pre-application discussions. LCC confirmed their 
willingness to draw this to the attention of developers and to seek their 
agreement to LRC involvement. LCC confirmed awareness of the 
issues raised and the concerns outlined, which will be reviewed 
further at LCC with appropriate officers.

A CABE event is 
being held on 20 February at the Peepul Centre. 
 
EP, Emda and LCC endorsed exploring possibilities,  including liaison 
with CABE and REM.  John Nicholls will liaise with Andrew Smith, 
LCC and present proposals to a future board meeting. 
 

6 Any other business 
(i) Cllr Kitterick confirmed that LCC are on the brink of a major 

marketing and rebranding exercise and full details will be 
presented to the March board meeting. 

(ii)  LRCÕs Beyond the Big Build 2008 Prospectus is now available 
and copies were circulated to board members. 

(iii)  Concern was expressed that there will be several important events 
in the city in the autumn and a programme of events should be co-
ordinated with early publication to the relevant parties and the 
public.  Events include:

b. Curve 
c. Streets and Spaces completion 
d. Digital Media Centre and Depot II
